Reaffirming Article 25 of the UN Declaration of Human Rights, which stresses “the health and well-being” of humanity and its ability to provide “food, clothing, housing and medical care and necessary social services” and “security”, 

Recalling Article 47 of the Rio+20 outcomes, which called for a wide-spread establishment of corporate sustainability reporting, and propelled the formation of the Group of Friends of Paragraph 47,  
Bearing in mind the eighth Millennium Development Goal, which aims to develop a global partnership with the private sector for development through open, rule-based, predictable, non-discriminatory economic systems as, 

Noting with satisfaction the UN Global Compact Initiative and its expanded corporate global membership, 

Realizing the vital role of innovation in developing and addressing current environmental issues and sustainability challenges,  
The Economic and Social Council,
1) Recommends the establishment of sustainable financial mechanisms for the support of private sector organizations in the creation of public-private partnerships through measures, which could include, but are not limited to:
a. Public Private Partnerships for service-deliveries through the UNDP, which seeks to increase access to water through basic services;

b. Micro-finance efforts led by private actors, such as Grameen Bank or the Foundation for International Community Assistance (FINCA); 

c. Tax incentives to promote innovation and entrepreneurship in sustainability; 
2) Recommends the World Intellectual Property Organization to adopt a fast-track intellectual property patent system for green patent applications;
3) Encourages global institutions, such as the World Trade Organization and the United Nations Development Program, to facilitate the formation of multi-lateral agreements that seek to benefit green and transparent corporate actors;
4) Encourages member to join the Group of Friend of Paragraph 47, which aims to improve transparency and accountability by promoting the implementation of corporate sustainability reporting;
5) Further invites member states to develop rights-based and gender responsive approaches and synergies, to generate inter-local solutions to development challenges through the involvement of civil society, small businesses and academic institutions, such as the “Intergovernmental Actions for Integrated and Innovative Solutions towards Attaining the Millennium Development Goals (Local GAINS for the MDGs)”;
6) Further encourage the private sector to take part in the adaption Private Sector Initiative (PSI) in order to fully leverage the wealth of organization and management technology being developed for strong and effective responses to climate change;
7) Expresses its appreciation for the efforts of institutions, such as the Private Sector Renewable Energy and Energy Efficiency Project and the UN-Energy Knowledge Network, that seek to co-operate with the private sector in developing and implementing renewable energy projects within the free-market framework;
8) Calls upon the expansion of forums, noting the success of the United Nations Private Sector Forum, which provides an open and transparent platform for representative of civil society, government and business to meet, share ideas, and discuss new policy ideas. 
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
